Major informational points

e The maximum length of each bus route will generally be 40 minutes on a normal day.

e Each bus will be supervised by an ayi. Each ayi will have a cell phone, and all parents of students on a
particular bus will have that ayi's phone number. Every seat on the bus will be covered with accident
insurance.

¢ At the beginning of the school year, each student who applied for the bussing program can check
current information on the TIS website. This will include whether the bussing service will be available to
them, the bus number (if bussing is available), a student roster for that bus, the approximate time of
daily pick-up and drop-off, and the cell phone number of each bus supervisor.

e Each driver will wait one minute for students at each stop in the morning. Students who miss the bus
will need to find alternate transportation. The reason for the short wait is that longer waits at several
stops would add up and make students late to school.

e Busses will bring students to school each day by 7:50. They will leave school each day at 3:15, 4:15,
and 5:15. Secondary students may choose their bus in the afternoon, depending on the activities they
are involved in. Elementary students may leave on 4:15 bus if they have after-school activities, while
ECC students must leave on the 3:15 bus. Busses will also provide transportation home from
secondary athletics practices for those participating in the bussing program.

e Drivers will drop off students in the afternoon, and then go immediately to their next stop. If the
guardian of an ECC or elementary student is not present to pick up the child, they will not be dropped
off. The parent will then be contacted by the school to either come pick up the child at school or to be
ready at the next drop-off time that afternoon.

¢ Refunds will not be given for any days that a student does not make use of bussing services.

¢ Filling out an application form does not guarantee a place in the bussing program. Bus stops will
usually be established at locations where five or more students can be picked up, unless such a
location is not in the immediate Tianjin area. Areas with fewer than five students will not be considered
for a stop unless they are already on another route.

¢ Returning students may join the program at the beginning of any quarter. New students may join upon
enroliment.

¢ Questions about the location of a particular bus should not be directed to the school, but only to the ayi
on the bus in question. Other questions of a more general nature should be directed to the school
secretary at 8371-0900, ext. 300.

o Every student participating in the bussing program will pay a flat rate for an entire year of service. This
payment is refundable only by quarter. Students may not ride the bus until they have paid the fee.

¢ Students who have moved need to fill out a new bussing information form with their new address. The
school needs to be informed two weeks in advance of such a move. There is no guarantee that a
student who moves during the year will be able to continue to ride the bus; this depends on whether or
not the new address is also on a bus route.

¢ If a student moves during summer vacation, they need to inform the school before the next year begins.

e Students must take the school bus they are assigned both going to school and returning home.
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
